   Using A Special Hue
   Writing about a thing may be capturing an 
aspect to it. A banana is oblong and yellow. The 
characteristics of a thing can represent that 
thing, as a symbol, or as an emblem. This can 
be a beautiful “technical theme” in our writing. 
If you carry it forward, in a short story or poem 
for instance, you can achieve a richness that is 
exquisite. Metaphor is the word for some of this 
usage, and it can be carried for as long as a novel. 
Try this out for flair!

Josepha Hale, was born in Newport, New 
Hampshire.

   October 25, 1400:  During a plague in 
London, Geoffrey Chaucer died and was 
buried in Westminster Abby.

Cummings, begans a series of talks that 
were known as “non lectures.”

   October 29, 1618:  Sir Walter Raleigh, who 
wrote “History of the World”, was executed 
in the Tower of London, after leading a failed 
expedition to gather the wealth of Guiana.
